2 Bring your own device (BYOD)

Every competitor brings her/his own device. Adobe CC Master Collection and Microsoft
Office should be installed to solve the tasks. You will get access to the web via WLAN.
You have to find the images yourself for solving the tasks. The images have to be royalty-
free. You can use all the fonts you have on your device.

3 Rules

The following rules have to be satisfied to guarantee a fair competition:

e Communication with other candidates and other person in general is forbidden.

e Communication with people over the web is also forbidden.

e The tasks have to be done using Adobe CC Master Collection and Microsoft Office.

e All tasks have to be done within the competition time (three hours).

e The results have to be stored as a PDF and as the original document.

e Atthe end, all the tasks have to be zipped and stored on the specified device.

e You can bring blank paper and a pen to make notes or sketches.

e the use of artificial intelligence in any form is prohibited (e.g. Chat GPT, midjourney,
DALL-E, etc.)
